Innuendo offers a view of an enigmatic new iteration by abstract oil painter,
James Wrayge.

Wrayge's paintings are typically wholly expressive. He uses powerful strokes and
layers of color to convey raw emotion. In his latest body of work, to be shown at
Rosalux Gallery this spring, the composition has become a bit more mysterious.

Wrayge's newest pieces feature the telltale strength of 'Wraygean' painting in the
form of layers upon layers of color washes, drips and heavy strokes. But this
time around, the colors themselves are more transparent, layers multiplied,
shapes and light less defined than in his previous work. Wrayge himself
describes the work as, "...Replete - with imagery both actual and implied. [It
contains] visual puns, ambiguities, hints and yes, innuendo."

Atypical of the dime-a-dozen expressionist abstract painters popular today,
James Wrayge is responsible for visual environments of a different sort
altogether. His abstract oil paintings being more about color and composition are
far less literal. They are peculiarly enigmatic. Viewers find themselves being
absorbed in his work - drawn in much the same way as one is to the color fields
of a Rothko or the minimal lines of a classic Agnes Martin.

Wrayge has been painting and exhibiting in Minneapolis for thirty years. A
veteran on the arts scene, Wrayge continues to excite viewers with his fresh and
unique style of painting. He has maintained his identity over time as a painter with
solid integrity which has continued to inspire and challenge other artists around
him. He is one of only seven artists to have been involved with every one of the
Art-A-Whirl annual open studio events in Northeast Minneapolis. His award
winning work is in many private and corporate collections locally, nationally and
internationally.

Rosalux is an artist cooperative art gallery that was founded in Minneapolis in 2002 and moved to
the Northeast Minneapolis Arts District in 2010. The gallery has been home to artists whose work
has been recognized by prestigious awards and grants and can be found in well-known national
and international collections, museums and galleries.
